The big news, of course, is about SB1542—the bill to discourage instructors from speaking about
politically hot topics in class. Have I personally been annoyed by a professor’s assumptions about my
political beliefs? Absolutely! Do I think a 2nd grade teacher should be fined $500 for claiming global
warming might not be a good thing? Absolutely NOT! If you have an opinion on the matter, the time to
contact your Legislator is NOW.

Wednesday’s the big morning for education committees. Things look mildly interesting in the House
Committee. First off, a presentation on Opening Minds Through the Arts (I can only hope it works!) 55
Secondly, they’ll be looking at SB1018, which “Allows a school district, with parental agreement, to &
charge tuition for certain pupils through a voluntary agreement . . . with another school district that
includes the methodology used to calculate the tuition amount and the timing of payments” (from the
azleg.gov website, fact sheet for SB1018). A previous (2006) bill including this provision was vetoed by
the Governor. Iinterpret this to mean one district can charge another to serve a student. I can’t quite
tigure out when this would be necessary. Anyone out there had any experience?

Finally, things look pretty quiet for the Senate K-12 committee. They’ll belooking at billsto: tidy up the K-8 and
9-12 school accountability ratings (making only one for all types of schools); allow sponsors to fine charter schools
for non-compliance with fingerprinting guidelines; to continue the Safe Schools program, that sort of thing.
